ICE & SNOW CONDITIONS TO DETERMINE DRIVE-ONS

1. Contest will begin at 10:00 am sharp. No lines are to be in the
water prior to then. Fireworks will be set off to start and end the
contest.

2. Only one person may fish per entry ticket. Each contestant may
have one line per ticket, extra tickets may be purchased, but a
maximum of three fishing lines per person are allowed.

3. Contestants must fish in marked area only. Spotters will be out
to make sure this rule is followed and for proof of entry.

4. Allfish entered must be brought to the weigh-in station alive
(that means moving and not frozen stiff).

5. Allfish are judged by weight only. At the close of contest hours,
prizes will be awarded by weight as determined by digital scale.
Contestants should be aware that all winning fish are subject to
rigorous inspection, to take away possibilities of tampering. In
case of a tie, the first registered of the tied weight wins.

6. The Grand Prize winning category of fish will be selected by spin-
ning the wheel at the contest headquarters at contest close. The
largest fish of the category selected will win a $1000 first prize
and the second largest will win a $200 second prize.
